Lawn Care Bid Specifications

The bid will be for the 2021 mowing season.
Quote is to include mowing and trimming of the Nodaway County Courthouse, includes mowing and trimming at the County Jail, adjacent to the Courthouse.  Mowing is based on an average of 22 mowings per season.  
The bid is to include a four-step fertilizer plan to include crabgrass prevention, general broadleaf weed control and insect control.  Spot spraying for broadleaf weeds will also be included in turf areas only.  
On both properties, the county would want any bushes trimmed and flower beds kept cleaned and weeded.  Leaves would be raked and sticks would be picked up.  Where mulch has been put down, the county would expect this to be maintained.  The county will provide the mulch and have it delivered to the job site upon request of the contractor.
